Presentation by Howard Gorrell
· Full presentation in link under Workshop meeting tab
· First of all, I want to thank the members of the Commission for allowing me to testify today since I was unable to attend any scheduled public hearing due to my temporary residence of the State of Washington and then my being in Italy. 
· I am the only Maryland citizen (other than the committee members) to have attended all 12 public hearings of the Governor’s 2011 Redistricting Advisory Committee (GRAC). Interesting that I found myself the first witness at the GRAC Committee’s first hearing in Hancock and then GRAC Chair Jeannie Hitchcock let me to be the last speaker of its last hearing in Randallstown. 
· Among my earlier jobs in the 1970’s, I was an Assistant Vote Statistician of the National Republican Congressional Committee, helping conform redistricting to voting pattern. There my mentor was the legendary Dr. Pierre “Pete” Purves; the nation’s congressional redistricting authority at the time. After he retired in 1976, I was transferred to the Republican National Committee as an electoral analyst. Then I worked as a research assistant for the Congressional Research Service at the Library of Congress, analyzing election results. 
· At the NRCC, I first learned about gerrymandering. Dr. Purves noted that I was keen in accuracy so he assigned me to work on Texas, Georgia, Missouri, New York, California, and etc., while his second staffer worked on states with fewer counties. That kind of work had taught me more about the gerrymandering process. 
· Dr. Purves had an agreement with the United States Bureau of Census for providing the election results to the census bureau. In return, the Bureau provided us maps of census tracts. Note that the NRCC had no computer at that time. After 12 years of working relating with the redistricting progress, I became disguised by the gerrymandering.
· Fast-forwarding to 36 years later (2011), I got interested in campaigning against gerrymandering. 
· Secondly, I was very relieved and happy that Governor Hogan fulfilled his promise to create the Governor’s 2015 Redistricting Reform Commission after the United States Supreme Court has ruled last June that states can appoint independent commissions to draw the boundaries of congressional districts. Ariz. State Legis. V. AIRC, No. 13-1314 (S.Ct.), 2015.
· It is time for me to fulfill my promises to your Commission. 
· I am told that you have already listened to 90 “live” testimonies. I also read a few commenter’s remarks via the Internet while I was in Italy. My written testimony might rather be more orthodox than other witnesses’ while due to the five-minute limit, my verbal presentation will be limited to telling you about six flaws as well as my recommendation for your commission.

· Secondary is the governor should talk to the federal government or other states 

Michael Goff says as far as academic research there is a very rich background of gerrymandering on a national level. Goff mentions there are a variety of things that led to this very, very serious issue. 
· Patrick said this discussion is about priorities and themes

Walter Olson adds to look at other states reports, the literal reports will greatly help

Alex Williams says he knows the staff will be helping with drafting of the report 

Patrick Hogan says if we use today as a work session and talk about major themes so we can make suggestions and draft report. This could allow us to turn Nov. 3rd meeting into a voting session. 

Sen. Joan Carter Conway says from this meeting to the next meeting I don’t think we will have enough time to write the report. We will be here to midnight tomorrow to get this report done. 

Patrick Hogan report said Nov. 3rd, but commission’s prerogative if we would like more time. 
We already have a lot of the background information. 

Chris Summers asks if we have had conversations with other states.

Patrick Hogan responds I have reached out to California and Arizona, I just got a call back from CA. 

Walter Olson voted on Waldorf minutes approved 
· Motion to approve

Alex Williams would like to discuss key issues and reforms. Mentions he was talking to Walter this morning and everyone should be given an opportunity to see key issues that were included in the report. We can now go around room and discuss what is relevant and what particular issues we need to address. He will begin discussion.

Alex Williams 
· Says we have a helpful staff and thanks everyone for giving time to come and share.
· My initial reaction from public hearings is everyone agrees that there should be some reform, shouldn’t be left as is some said we should defer to Congress, but most people  said now is the time for reform don’t know what the body feels on that, but processes need to be reformed.
·  How do we reform? 
· What I kept hearing was the need for an independent commission, certainly seems to be a key issue that comes up. Other key issue was a lot of people suggesting single member districts as opposed to three member districts, either have single or maintain proper guidelines to have some consistency, common sense as to how to maintain that. Those are the two glaring issues.
·  Didn’t hear or see from a number of elected officials who supported to keep in place what we have. Testimony came from a lot of republicans but also a lot of democrats

Walter Olson
· Walter Olson would echo what the judge says and add some points of his own. In practice wish we could be the first state to use mapping. Have a few individual reactions. Deviation level has been used so poorly and Maryland needs to reform that. Has been a trend in the state to go to single member districts or go to triple member districts. Set aside a half hour or two to discuss criteria. I’m also worried by communities of interest because people use what they think it means. Think we all know that it is important for staffing of the commission, who pays for the commission and who is staffing it. Recommend a system that has more than one. 

Michael Goff 
· Overwhelmed by passion of those testifying, concerns over how were not working. Such profound concern from all over the state. The other thing I hope we can develop a census on is resolving the issue of redistricting is a state responsibility. Hopefully we can develop a consensus. Our founders give responsibilities not to national government, but to states because otherwise congress and states would be drawing lines. Things bad at state level would be magnified. It would mean if there was a democrat or republican leading would cause a lot of problems. Need to seize at state. It is the responsibility of states. I wish James Madison could explain not man should be a judge in their own cause. Citizens understand the state of Maryland needs to solve this. If congress tried to solve it would be even worse

Sen. Joan Carter Conway 
· Heard there were problems, but not in the position there is a human cry. Legislative redistricting and complaints we heard many people who wanted single member districts were republicans. Need to focus on congressional districts. Never going to do it. Congress is never going to get it done. I look mainly and focus on individuals who were testifying age demographics testifying does not represent all Maryland. You see what happened to urban and suburban areas. For example in Baltimore you have one single member district. Don’t understand why you can’t call all the delegates. Won’t allow. 

Chris Summers 
· Extends gratitude to commission I was encouraged by the number of elected officials who came to share their comments. There is a large need for definite reform. The sentiment from the counties throughout Maryland is definite urge for power to be taken away from the general assembly. My concern is we have a unique opportunity to do something very bold. We want other states to look to Maryland and not wait to California. James Madison would be mortified if he looked at current system. With this unique opportunity have system that is bold and non-partisan.

Carol Ramirez 
· Would like to thank commission members and Governor. It has been very eye opening and interesting. I think from testimony I heard. Congressional districts don’t make sense. Two is single member vs. Triple member. I think if we have one single it wouldn’t be an issue if voter knows them or not. Has taken about 10 to 20 years that voters have been abused. Would have liked to have seen more representation of people who look like me. Preferred more representation. Very disappointed that we didn’t have the leadership of the house and senate to come and testify and tell the voters. Thought that was an issue. In terms of priorities how we draw the lines the school districts came up. Think guidance and language is something we need to take into account. Likes the idea of an independent commission, but doesn’t like adding another layer. Likes independent commission, but doesn’t want to add another layer. Want a check and way the voters can understand who their delegate is and where the lines are drawn and their districts. 

Delegate Buckel 
· Struck that status quo is unacceptable. This should be addressed in. Even those individuals acknowledged that Maryland has an issue with Gerrymandering. Struck in a rare and encouraging sign that two democrats in the senate felt taken advantage of because they weren’t the friendliest with those drawing the lines. Almost break the issues into 4. What are standards for how we draw congressional districts? Template is there and pretty fairly. Most people would believe that is a step forward. Whoever draws the line we must obey. Not difficult in world of technology to get deviation down. Fairly simple to amend. Shown charts that show distinctions. Trying to take partisanship out of politics. Other two issues are not as straight forward. 1. is how to we come up with the commission model? Doesn’t want to make this more difficult than it should be. California model seems very difficult. Issue of how do we come. What do we do with single member of multi-level districts, I don’t know if there is a perfect solution. I prefer single member districts. Either need single member districts or multi member districts We have a number of districts that are twos and ones. If we compromised and tried to address a rule would eliminate some of the blatant gerrymandering. My take on four main issues.


Del. Alonzo Washington 
· Thanks speaker of house and governor for creating. The current system is flawed and we could have better. If we look at current commission it’s flawed and not perfect. For that we didn’t hear issues in urban communities to make sure they are heard and who their representatives are. Important do we want only 60 days to redraw the lines. Mostly white republicans who came out. Didn’t hear from urban areas. Wasn’t sent to be a bold plan. Were given information, but feels rushed to be given plan that could be in system for a very long time. Look at this more thoroughly. Need plan think having independent commission is something we could look at. Have policy to draw congressional districts that are compact and continuous. Haven’t heard anything that was substantial. 

Ashley Oleson 
· After having received public input and doing research seems obvious we have an opportunity and needs to find solutions. The common theme has been an independent commission and we need to look at balancing commission. Also specific criteria as it relates for congressional. Haven’t heard public scrutiny of maps drawn. Would like to hear more about multi member to single member districts. Not sure fully understands the value seems fairer to make single member or three member.

Tessa Hill-Aston
· Needs to be a change too much partisan. Can’t please everyone, but everyone came and thanked governor. Everyone is territorial and they like where they live. Being from Baltimore City three member districts seem better. Communities that could have been in area a lot more outreach from Latino community and African American communities. The more we read. Ideal world come up with plan that makes most people happy. Continue to process. All people of Maryland are proud. Independent commission and more diversity.

Walter Olson 
· Would like to add one additional point. We are building on years and years and cycles where there have been excessive the record for what we are building. Rich history of how minority are represented. We had testimony from the NAACP, Elbridge Gerry. Should not underestimate the impact we are having. 2,000 people bookmarked Len Lazerick’s piece. Interested readers and have to add our own layer of discussion. Very familiar that we are not reaching for the first time. Everything we have said has been used pretty exhaustedly 

Patrick Hogan 
· Makes comments, we have online copies of public comments. Fast turnover time. Explain from the perspective of the Governor’s office. Have next year’s election to put something on the ballot and the following election. Have opportunity to draft legislation. Reason the commission is still active until Nov. of next year and have conversation continue. Trying to get to proper way forward. All realize quick turnaround time

Sen. Joan Carter Conway 
· Not certain an independent commission is ok. People very upset about congressional districts. Heard more so than anything appeared individuals wanted an independent commission, but if not more concerned need guidelines. Don’t see independent commission why do a greater number of states not have an independent commission. Going to have difficult time getting constitutional amendment for an independent amendment through legislature unless my good governor giving. 

Michael Goff 
· Would like to bring many sources of information. Rich literature and the. Havent spent a lot of time talking about it. We have a huge level we can come to. Piece that’s missing is coming up with a solution.

Walter Olson 
· I think the plan is to come up with a consensus of rules that can come together. We also like this other way of doing it. The idea is getting behind a single set of recommendations. Come up with ways to have alternatives. Others who have supported. Number one goal is to have consensus. Mention concerns or arguments.


Michael Goff 
· Would like to meet with leadership and to hear what they have heard and tell them what we think. Make them aware of what we have heard. 

Tessa Hill-Aston
· This could be a waste of time. 

Patrick Hogan says senate and speaker staff have been present at the meetings. 

Jason Buckel
· Not so sure we should tie ourselves into knots. The better product that we produce. How can you argue with having standards for congressional districts. Much more concerned about product we produce and the rationale. I don’t think we should let ourselves get taken in one direction or the other. 

Alex Williams 
· Says listening to everyone. We recognize we need some reform. Not perfect system. But beyond that we recognize something needs to change. Some recognize we need to have standards and constitutional test we need to live up to. Also heard about lack of diversity and urban votes. Put an asterisks that it was timing some preferred an evening vs. a day. The issue for me has always been apathy. People have no one has attached the notice. The problem and need for reform. Has been a problem in the state. Would like to hear a few more voices from minorities. We have to draw on our own experiences. One of three judges on Flecther v. Lamon cases that upheld case. Did not find basis for relief. Very aware for the need of some reform not just congressional, but legislative. Efforts to protect the incumbents. I think there needs to be some reform. There is a disagreement whether we should have single or multi member districts. Either an independent commission or leave the 3 member with appropriate guidelines and so forth. Closer to agreeing with a lot of things compared to digressing. Joan saying real problem is congressional, not legislative.

Sen. Joan Carter Conway
· Didn’t say legislative was flawless, but if not going to have independent commission have criteria. Specific criteria for Joan says focus should be congressional redistricting to establish rules or regulations. I don’t consider myself a politician I consider myself an elected official. Now we don’t trust the judicial system. The system will not be perfect. Look at representation and how many people. Based on way system is set up there are checks and balances. 

Michael Goff would be in favor of both. 

Walter Olson 
· Currently the law gives limited ways to turn down the plan. Part of our task is give them tools to strike down on fair plans.

Walter Olson 
a few conclusions – MD is a state where counties are very important. A lot of government is funneled through the schools. Yet to meet a person in MD who thinks there county follows politics in common. Leads us to. First come the legal requirements there needs to be the same number in a district. One past legal must. We can learn a lot from states that make counties split. CO is the only state to put in a definition of compactness. Minimize total length of district end to end. Might not want to comply as an absolute. As a point of comparison much longer distance of total boundaries. Our presenter talked about school districts another one is standard metropolitan areas. One of my pet peeves about Maryland and gerrymandering is in the media market of Maryland and dc area. It’s hard to keep track of incumbents. You all have received excel sheets of guidance of legislators. States with what independent districts do. Relatively integrated is what Alaska uses they even mention drainage. Something unique to Maryland is that we have the Chesapeake Bay the eastern shore needs to be connected with additional land. Michael Goff 
· The idea of having criteria is good. Personally not afraid of opening the door to judicial review. Criteria sets a guide post respecting political divisions. We need objective criteria. If people distinguish themselves can have more accountability. 

Walter Olson 
· A constant source of business for delegates are local businesses. Messed up hope and expectation that Annapolis legislators will Have been studying proposals that have been made to blind the commission to voter registration by party and. I see arguments on both sides. The voting rights act complicates tis. People have suggested. We shouldn’t think you should just blind everything to that. 

Ashley Oleson 
· Wonders if outset we want to see some of the software that is there that comes up with a grid then commission can see some of these variable and come up with lines and use commission to come up with other variables. Is that something this commission has thought about?

Walter Olson 
· Sent out article a couple weeks ago. Many states have tried to make use of. Many states conclude that they needed to emphasize transparency throughout. Full transparency on how software was used is a very important element. Private parties that propose maps should be transparent.

Having single member districts would help with Baltimore.
